 It may well be that many of us take a 
closer look within and notice the expanded 
waistline is symptomatic of the need for a 
more fundamental reclamation project.  We 
need all the help we can get here, too.   
 I want to encourage you with these 
words from scripture.  In Philippians 2:13 we 
read: “…it is God who is at work in you, ena-
bling you both to will and to work for his 
good pleasure.”   
 Though some may argue with this as-
sumption…let’s assume God is at work in 
you.  Without your knowledge or permission, 
God is at work in you.  In fact, you are God's 
reclamation project.  You are not God's only 
project, to be sure.  So am I, the girl beside

woman in front of you in the movie queue, 
the child tugging on your trouser leg, and the 
man who scored 35 points in the game on 
television last night.   
 And what is that project?  Now that’s 
hard to say with any precision, isn’t it?  But if 
we are wise, we know enough to know that 
in order for the project to have a chance of 
being successful, God must have God's way 
with us.  God is the dreamer unlike any other 
and God's dreams are as magnificent as 
they come.  So whatever the project is, 
whatever it is God has in store for us, it is far 
grander than we deserve.   
 Our prayer, then as we sail into a new 
year, is that God will fulfill those grand and 
gracious dreams – that our own impatience 
will not dissuade God – and that God will not 
regret his efforts.

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From the Noel Library…..  
   
 With the advent of a new year, 
church members who are not journal 
keepers might like to consider starting 
that practice.  New to the Noel Library is 
Journaling as a Spiritual Practice *, by 
Helen Cepero.  Her book is subtitled En-
countering God Through Attentive Writ-
ing.  Writes Cepero, “Your journal is like 
the sifter my children used to pan for 
gold.  If you are willing to dip your journal 
into the stream of your life, even though 
it may mean getting a bit wet and muddy, 
you will find the gold of your own life and 
God’s eternal presence.”  Later she 
adds, “Naming the wounds of the past or 
present in our journal can help us to heal 
hurts rather than hold on to them.  The 
journal can be a safe place to say it all, 
name it all and leave it all.”  Further still 
she tells us that we will come to see God 
as the audience of our writing, and that 
the writing itself often feels like prayer. 

 
 Similar points are made by Henry 
Horn in a little book entitled The Chris-
tian in Modern Style.  The author points 
out that our knowledge of our own per-
sonal history comes from memory, “that 
discipline whereby one recovers what 
has happened in his life....One cannot 
know who one is without developing a 
way to retain and replay past experi-
ences. Without this power, one must al-
ways start from scratch.  By training the 
memory, one actually enriches his own 
personality structure.  Unless one has a 
way to record remembered experience, 
though, the past cannot really be cap-
tured.  The record becomes a source of 
reflection and the launching pad for new 
intentions.  This is why such a simple 
discipline as keeping a daybook be- 

 
 
comes an extremely important part of a  
style of life.” 

 
 Addiction and Grace * by Gerald 
May, a psychiatrist, is another book that 
seems to be especially suitable for start-
of-the-year reading.  One might suppose 
that the author is pointing his finger at 
those addicted to substance abuse, but 
he makes clear that all of us are ad-
dicted to something, from substances to 
ideas, from alcohol to security, from junk 
food to pop psychology.  The author 
guides us through the maze of our mod-
ern idolatries to a place of freedom and 
grace, and helps us to understand that 
we are not in control of our lives until we 
surrender to God. 

 
 Final Gifts, subtitled Understand-
ing the Special Awareness Needs and 
Communications of the Dying, was writ-
ten by Hospice nurses Maggie Callanan 
and Patricia Kelley, and is a gift from 
Helen Farrar in memory of Tamara Mat-
thews. Stressing the importance of lis-
tening, it addresses the topics “What I 
Am Experiencing” and “What I Need for 
a Peaceful Death.”  It is sensitive with-
out being sentimental, practical without 
being formulaic.  Whether the reader is 
facing his own death or that of others, 
this book will be helpful.

 Capital Campaign Task Force Update  by Hardin Marion, Chair 
 
 As plans for the renovation of Murray Hall proceed to the fine-tuning stage, the Capital 
Campaign Task Force has been actively engaged in laying the foundation for the fund-raising 
that is necessary for the project to go forward.   The Task Force—consisting of Gregg Amon-
ette, Mimi Elrod, Joe Irby, Hardin Marion, Chuck Phillips, Sue VanLeer, and Neely Young, 
with assistance from Rae Carpenter, our church treasurer, and Dianne Herrick, chair of the 
Session’s Planning Committee—has met periodically since this past spring and has engaged 
in a process of determining the financial feasibility of enlisting the necessary level of congre-
gational pledges to fund the Murray Hall renovation.   That process included contacting a sub-
stantial number of members of the congregation to understand their willingness to support the 
renovation financially when the time comes to ask the congregation to pledge. 
 
 The Task Force has reported regularly to the Session, which has given the renovation 
project its full support.   At the November meeting of Session, the Task Force recommended 
moving forward, based on its conclusion that the project was financially feasible, and the Ses-
sion authorized proceeding on our proposed schedule.   That schedule calls for us to write to 
the entire congregation early this spring to ask all members who have not already done so to 
make a pledge, payable over five years, to enable us to carry out this needed renovation.   I 
am delighted to report that every member of the current Session has pledged, as well as 
every member of our Capital Campaign Task Force.   In addition, more than a dozen others, 
most of whom were contacted during the feasibility phase, have also pledged, some even 
having made payments to the church in support of their pledge. 
 
 Anyone seeking information about any aspect of the Murray Hall renovation plan, or 
about the process of raising the funds to support it, may contact any member of the Task 
Force or may consult the bulletin board in the hall outside Bill Klein’s office.
