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Notes from the Clergy...

Jesus sent out the twelve disciples with
the following instructions: “Heal the sick,
raise the dead, cleanse the lepers, cast out
demons...” (Matthew 10:8) From the letter
of James we read these instructions to the
faithful. “Are any among you sick? They
should call for the elders of the church and
have them pray over them, anointing them
with oil in the name of the Lord.” (James
5:14)

Many years ago when | worked with
the lona Community in Scotland | partici-
pated in weekly healing services. | at-
tended the first of those services with some
trepidation...mainly because my only knowl-
edge of “healing services” came from hear-
ing evangelists tell their listeners to put their
hand on the radio, close their eyes, and be
healed. That sort of healing struck me as
chicanery.

What | discovered through the healing
services on lona was a deeper and, to my
way of thinking, a more authentic under-
standing of healing. By joining with others
for a weekly service of healing | came to
understand that God’s purpose for us all is
a life of wholeness...and that a ministry of
healing is an integral part of our Christian
witness. | came to see we all stand in need
of healing: the healing of broken bodies,

hurt minds, wounded hearts, divisions
within ourselves, divided communities, and
creation itself groaning in travail.

The more | have thought about the bili-
cal passages referred to above, the experi-
ence of the early church, the experience of
folks | trust, and my own experience, the
more | feel led to offer a service of whole-
ness and healing. | intend to offer a service
on the first Sunday of the month. The first
of these services will take place on Sunday,
February 7, at 5:00 PM, in the sanctuary. (I
know this is Super Bowl Sunday, but you'l
be home before the kickoff.) | anticipate
these services will last no longer than 45
minutes.

The services will include prayers both
general and specific, scripture reading,
singing, and silence. For those who may be
so inclined, there will be opportunity for the
laying on of hands...and, upon request,
anointing with oil.

Whether you participate in these wor-
ship services or not, let me encourage you
to be bearers of hope by being in prayer for
the healing of the world.

From the Noel Library.....

Just in time for Valentine’'s Day
we have The Princess and the Kiss by
Jennie Bishop, a book for very young
children. Sub-titted A Story of God's
Gift of Purity, it tells the tale of a prin-
cess whose parents gave her at birth
her first kiss. When she is finally grown
they tell her that the gift given her at
birth is hers to keep...or to give away as
she sees fit. Her father adds that she
should use wisdom and save her kiss
for the man she marries, never parting
with it for the sake of a stranger. Many
men woo her, including Prince Pea-
cock, Prince Romance, and Prince
Treasurechest, and the princess begins
to despair that she will ever find a man
so special that she will be able to give
him her gift. Finally she is wooed by a
commoner, who can only offer her the
gift that he received at birth from his
parents, which he has saved all his life
for her. Needless to say, the story has
a happy ending.

The librarian considers this book a
good bench mark for small children
when it comes to romance. Needless to
say, it cannot serve as “a guide forever.”
Another Noel Library book more accu-
rately reflects the condition of the hu-
man heart. Francis of Assisi is the most
popular saint in the Catholic Church, yet
few understand what a complicated man
he was. As a youth he was profligate,
and shortly before dying he warned his
brothers, “Don’t be too quick to canonize
me. | am perfectly capable of fathering
a child.”

Yet in 1228, only two years after
his death, Pope Gregory IX rushed to
canonize him, and soon thereafter the
Church eliminated significant aspects of

his biography from public record. In her
recently published portrait of this man, A
Broken and Mended Heart, Wendy
Murray cuts through the white-washed
version of Francis, and reveals instead a
saint who was in every way a real man.
She stresses the completely neglected
role that Clare of Assisi played in his life
and beliefs, both before and after his
conversion. Other books in the Noel Li-
brary about St. Francis are God’s Fool
and The Hymn of St. Francis (both for
adults), and Brother Francis and the
Friendly Beasts and St Francis and the
Christmas Donkey (both for children.)
Virtually everybody is familiar with
the movie The Sound of Music, as well
as the songs featured in that film.
(Pictures of the movie’s characters, then
and now, are on our display table in the
hall.) Fewer, however, have read the
book upon which it is based, The Story
of the Trapp Family Singers, by Maria
Augusta Trapp. An autographed copy
of this book which originally belonged to
Dickson Vardell Murray, the wife of our
former pastor, Dr. James Murray, has
also been in our library for many years,
first checked out in 1986. Reading it
was an enlightening experience for the
librarian, as it gives the sequence of
what really happened, and depicts ma-
ture love within the context of a large
family. Strong emphasis is placed upon
following the will of God, even when, as
the title of the fifth chapter puts it, “God’s
Will Has No Why.” The book also in-
cludes eight photographs that depict
how truly beautiful the girls of the family
were. The concluding chapter quotes
St. Paul’'s description of love in the thir-
teenth chapter of First Corinthians.

2009 Accomplishments

Website
Mary Ellena Ward continues as web manager. In May, 2009, she revised it to use drop-down menus and a
cleaner interface. In addition the language and presentation now conforms to suggestions from the Mag-
netic Church recommendations. Usage of the site continues to increase, but there is additional potential for
using the site to enhance sharing. We need a photographer to capture church events.

Newsletter
Mary Atthowe assembles and formats the newsletter and we are blessed with a dedicated team that as-
sembles and sorts the physical copies for mailing. Beginning in 2009 recipients have been able to request
email notification of the newsletter's availability on the web site for online reference or downloading. This
minimizes the use of paper and postage to produce and distribute it. Since this is one of the church's
"green” initiatives, we recommend that as many people as possible use this option.

JoAnn has collected the results for distribution to committee chairs and the Commu-
nications Committee will follow up in early 2010 to ensure that individuals have been contacted.

Membership Directory
The committee is currently working on producing update pages for members who joined in 2008 and early
2009. Our intent is that member information published in the newsletter will be used to maintain the directo-
ries. This will be pursued further in 2010.

Bulletin Boards
The committee has recently been taking a fresh look at the bulletin boards and their assignments in order
to ensure that they are used and useful. This work is ongoing.

Posters And Flyers
Snookie Caldwell has developed a format for a CE programs flyer. These are intended to be issued quar-
terly with up-to-date information on our adult CE offerings. The committee is currently working on posting
"you are here" maps for Murray Hall and making a corresponding map brochure to aid visitors. Additionally
Emily Reel is investigating new brochure holders that will make it easier to display available information.

Press Releases
There were no requests for press releases in 2009. The committee envisions having more information
about our church functions in the local media outlets. This has not yet been realized but will be a focus in
2010.
