Notes from the Clergy...

Yesterday | met with the young people
who are in the midst of their Confirmation. Ten
young people are going through the program
this year. As in years past, each is paired with
an adult in the church in what we call a
“mentoring” relationship. The aim is to provide
the young people with an adult (other than
their parents) who may model the faith —
someone with whom to explore faith questions.
Ideally the type of trust built within these men-
toring relationships may be the basis of a life-
long friendship. | wish all of you adults could
have the opportunity to get to spend time with
one of these young people.

| have the good fortune to meet with the
young people as a group several times during
the Confirmation program. When | met with
them yesterday we talked about who and what
they allow to have a say in who they are. We
talked about the many influences upon their
lives and acknowledged that some influences
are positive and others are not. We talked
about who Christ is calling them to be and
about what that might mean for them. | was
impressed by the way they could articulate

what it means to let Christ be the major influ-
ence in their lives. They know choosing to fol-
low Christ means discernment. They know be-
ing Christian involves making choices. | pray
for them (and invite your prayers for them too)
as they make use of this Confirmation time to
sort out who they believe they are being called
to be.

| reminded them yesterday that the jour-
ney of faith does not end the day they are
Confirmed. Surely Confirmation will be an im-
portant day but it will be another step in their
faith journey. Each day is a new day the Lord
has made. Each day presents occasions for
discernment. Each day you and | are called
upon to let Jesus be Lord of our lives.

As the youth of our church are engaged
in this time of discernment...this may be an
excellent time for all of us to remember our
own Baptism and Confirmation. Let’s allow the
goodnews of Easter to fill us anew with grati-
tude...and a renewed commitment to let Christ
be the major influence in our lives.

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Maundy Thursday
A Seder Dinner and Service
April 1

Seder is the traditional Passover dinner
that has been celebrated by the Hebrew people
MA DY since the Exodus - it is a joyful giving thanks to
God for deliverance from slavery. What we call
THURSDAY SEDER The Last Supper was a Seder meal that Jesus
shared with his disciples. In the midst of this ancient Jewish meal Jesus gave
us a new covenant and asked that whenever we break bread and drink wine
we do so remembering Him. How appropriate that we will end our Seder by
sharing communion by intinction.

Our Seder Meal will begin promptly at 5:30pm (note the time and don’t
be late!) in Dunlap Auditorium, and will conclude by 7:30pm. By the time it
concludes we will know the meaning of matzah, the children will have
searched for afikomen, and we will have enjoyed a delicious three course
meal prepared by our own chef, Curt Fredin. The cost of the meal is $6 per
person, no charge for children under 10, $20 max per family. Plus, please
bring a bottle of concord grape juice for your family to share. Reservations are
important so please call or email Lila, or use the sign up sheets in Murray Hall.

By experiencing this ancient Jewish tradition we will more fully appreci-
ate the common heritage Jews and Christians share, and it will enrich our
understanding of Jesus' last supper with his disciples. This is a joyful teaching
moment, and a wonderful preparation for Good Friday and Easter Sunday.

From the Noel Library.....

The Reason for God by Timothy Kel-
ler is subtitled Belief in an Age of Skepti-
cism. Keller does for the current genera-
tion of readers what C. S. Lewis did for a
previous one - and, indeed, often quotes
Lewis. Among the many questions he ad-
dresses are (1) why does God allow suffer-
ing in the world? (2) How could a loving
God send people to Hell? (3) Why isn't
Christianity more inclusive? (4) How can
one religion be “right” and the others
“‘wrong”? (5) Why have so many wars
been fought in the name of God?

Keller's first church was in the small
blue-collar town of Hopewell, Virginia.
Then in 1989 he started, with his wife
Kathy and three young sons, Redeemer
Presbyterian Church in Manhattan, which
by the time this book was published in
2008 had nearly six thousand regular atten-
dees at five services, a number of daughter
churches, and is planting churches in large
cities throughout the world. The crowd at
Redeemer Presbyterian is overwhelmingly
young, single, and professional, observed
Lisa Miller in the February 18, ‘08 issue of
Newsweek. She writes, “Keller believes
that young urban people too often face an
unsatisfactory choice: the dispassionate
formality of the established churches or the
fire and brimstone of the conservative
evangelicals.” What Keller seeks to give is
orthodox Christianity and challenging
preaching, with an emphasis on social jus-
tice and community service.

Time for quirky!

The Guernsey Literary and Potato
Peel Pie Society was written by Mary Ann
Shaffer (recently deceased) and her niece,
Annie Barrows. If you have trouble with
this title, you are not alone. The librarian
was well into this book before she could

acknowledge that it was indeed a novel
and not a cookbook — despite the fact
that the cover itself defines it as such.

The story is set in both London and
Guernsey Island, which is one of the Eng-
lish Channel islands occupied by the Ger-
mans during WWII, and which is so close
to France that on a clear day you can pre-
sumably see cars on the highway. Eng-
land was recovering from the effects of
that war. The main character, Juliet, is a
single woman in her thirties who, having
had some success writing a humorous
newspaper column, is now looking for a
subject on which to base a book. She be-
gins writing to a group of diverse people
on the island, who used books and the
fellowship found discussing them to get
through the hideous occupation of the
Germans. The style of the books is epis-
tolary - i.e., it relies on the letters them-
selves to tell the story. (If one is feeling
frivolous, one might say that the style is
quirky!) Some of you have probably al-
ready read it, as it was one of three books
used in a class led by Deb Klein.

Another quirky book is Eat, Pray and
Love by Elizabeth Gilbert (who, by the
way, highly recommends the above book
on its cover.) This is a collection of remi-
niscences about the author’'s travels
when she set out in search of herself. In
Italy she sought pleasure, in India she ex-
plored devotion (i.e., ways to meditate,
forms of mysticism, etc.) and, on the In-
donesian island of Bali, a balance be-
tween worldly enjoyment and divine tran-
scendence. This book sneaked into the
library when the librarian wasn’'t paying
sufficient attention, and she catalogued it
and shelved it before she read it. Later
she received the book herself as a Christ-
mas gift and did read it. Oh, my! What
had she done!

Life of the Church Report—-March 21, 2010—-Capital C ampaign

Last fall Mike Strickler gave the most recent of several reports to the congregation on the pro-
gress of plans to renovate Murray Hall. After years of study and planning, we are ready to go for-
ward. Just briefly, the renovation will facilitate access to all parts of the church so that everyone can
participate in the life of the church. Plans include an elevator and a ramp to allow people to get to
Dunlap Auditorium more easily. A hallway will connect the sanctuary with Brady Chapel, which is
currently under-utilized, so it can be used for many purposes such as worship, coffee fellowship,
classes, receptions, and other gatherings. A kitchenette off the connecting hallway will make both
coffee fellowship and lemonade in the courtyard much easier to serve. And restrooms and the
kitchen will receive a much-needed update.

Now | turn to the fund-raising necessary to pay for this all-important renovation. | speak as
chair of the church’s Capital Campaign Task Force, appointed by the Session a year ago. The
charge of our Task Force is to plan and execute a campaign to raise the money needed to renovate
Murray Hall, estimated at $1.1 million. How will we raise that amount of money? Well, as Pogo
once said many years ago, “We have met the enemy, and itis us.” In our case, “we have met the
financiers, and they are us.” The time is at hand for all of us as a congregation to face squarely the
need to pledge and provide the funds we need to carry out our renovation.

In addition to me, our Task Force includes Gregg Amonette, Mimi Elrod, Joe Irby, Chuck Phil-
ips, Sue VanLeer, and Neely Young, with support from Rae Carpenter, our church treasurer, and Di-
anne Herrick, chair of the Session’s Planning Committee. Our first step was to ascertain the finan-
cial feasibility of funding the renovation. That process included enlisting the commitment of the
members of Session, the Renovation Task Force, and our own Campaign Task Force. It also in-
cluded contacting a number of members of the congregation to determine their support when the time
came to ask the congregation to pledge.

The Task Force has reported regularly to the Session, including our conclusion in November
that the project was financially feasible. At its November meeting, the Session authorized us to pro-
ceed this spring—and it is now spring—to ask all members who have not already done so to make a
pledge, payable over five years, 2010-2014, in as generous a manner as they can. Just as was
done in the capital campaign to restore the church sanctuary, after it was burned in the 2000 fire, we
are suggesting that members pledge two times their annual pledge, but spread over five years. Some
members may be willing and able to pledge more than that, and for that we will be most grateful.

| am pleased to report that every member of the Session has made a pledge, as have all
members of our Task Force. Thirty or so others, most of whom were contacted during the feasibility
phase of our campaign, have also pledged. We have received total commitments to date of about
$350,000, but there is still a long way to go. We need the support of the entire congregation.

In January it was reported that Reverend Rick Warren’s megachurch in Southern California
faced a deficit of $900,000. Pastor Warren posted an on-line plea for donations to cover that deficit,
and in just a few days raised $2.4 million. We feel confident that we at Lexington Presbyterian can
also meet our needs when confronted with the challenge—-even though we have fewer members.

Last month, fresh from double knee surgery, Rae Hickman realized that she was unable to
get to her Sunday School class in Westfel Lounge. She told Deb Klein that she then realized why
we so badly need an elevator. Rae Hickman is not alone. We have others in this congregation with
limited mobility, and there are still more in the greater Lexington community that we serve. With our
renovation, all of them can have access to all of Murray Hall and to Dunlap Auditorium.

Information about the complete Murray Hall renovation plan, the compelling need for it, and
the campaign to finance it may be obtained from any member of the Task Force or by consulting the
bulletin board outside Bill Klein’s office. There you will see schematic drawings and Bill's statement
of the case for the renovation project. All of that will be included with the letter you will receive from
the Task Force in the next several days, asking for your pledge. Please do all you can to help, as
many are depending on your support.
