Notes from the Clergy…  
  
 As you know we are in the midst of a 
Capital Campaign.  The leadership of this 
church aims to make good on an inherited 
commitment – that is, to provide a place in 
downtown Lexington for Christian worship and 
Christian education.   
 Since before I became your pastor in 
September of 1995, one the top expressed 
needs in this church (related to facilities) has 
been accessibility.  The current Session has 
realized addressing this need can no longer 
be passed along to a future Session.  And so 
plans are in the works to upgrade our 50 year 
old educational building and become faithful 
stewards in our day of the gift we inherited.   
          In preparation for the Annual Gathering 
of the Congregation on April 18, I began to try 
to imagine how Murray Hall has been used to 
the glory of God these 50 years.  My very low 
estimates suggest there have been at least 
26,000 Sunday School Classes held within 
these walls.  Even if you use very low esti-
mates for Vacation Bible School the numbers 
reach into the thousands of children who 
through the years filled the classrooms with 
laughter and art and learning. There have 
been roughly 15,600 church related meetings, 
13,000 community meetings, and 500 recep-
tions.  Mission groups have used the building 
for preparing meals and/or sleeping on the 
floor for over 2000 days.   

 
 
 Sometimes people wonder if we should 
put any money into the church building.  They 
say, “We should spend more of our money on 
mission.”  I suspect those folks have no idea 
of the amount of money this church spends 
on mission.  I also wonder if those people are 
aware how much this building is used for mis-
sion!  I cannot tell you how many days I walk 
down the halls and see meeting rooms filled 
with people I don’t even know.  This building 
is used constantly to empower members of 
this church and of this community do effective 
ministry.  I don’t think there is any simple way 
to calculate how much the use of this building 
enriches the life of this community. 
 What is more, this building provides a 
place we can gather to become better 
equipped to be Jesus’ disciples and to do 
valuable ministry in his name.  I am con-
vinced that if we shirk our responsibility in our 
day to upgrade the facilities then our ability to 
do ministry will be significantly hamstrung.   
        I want future generations of Lexington 
Presbyterians to inherit our best stewardship.  
I want them to be encouraged to do the things 
they must do in their day because of our faith-
fulness today.

Update on Financing  
the Murray Hall Renovations 

 
    Good news!   As of this writing (in mid-April), includ-
ing pledges made to date and the money available to the 
Church in its capital asset fund, we have reached about 
$775,000 of the $1.1 million needed to carry out the reno-
vations. 
 

By the end of March, the Campaign Task Force had distributed pledge cards 
and packages to more than 300 church members and friends.   To date almost 100 
pledges have been received, but that means that more than 200 pledge cards have 
yet to be returned.

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From the Noel Library…..  
 
 Once again this May our library col-
umn focuses on the role of women,  specifi-
cally mothers, in our society.  In Ladies of 
Liberty Cokie Roberts (whose earlier book 
Founding Mothers paid homage to the he-
roic women whose patriotism and sacrifice 
helped created a new nation) continues the 
story of early America’s influential women.  
From first ladies to freethinkers, educators 
to explorers, this group includes Abigail Ad-
ams, Martha Jefferson, Dolly Madison, 
Louisa Livingston, Sacajawwea, and oth-
ers. 
 
 On a more recent note, Ronald 
Kessler’s authorized biography Laura 
Bush, subtitled An Intimate Portrait of the 
First Lady, pulls back the curtain that usu-
ally surrounds  private activities in the 
White House to reveal a woman who, even 
as she ascended to the height of political 
fortune and power, never lost touch with 
the bedrock American values she absorbed 
in her youth. Through this fascinating ac-
count the reader learns what Laura’s own 
political opinions are and what her relation-
ship with twin daughters Jenna and Bar-
bara is really like, as well as how Laura, at 
the age of seventeen, missed a stop sign 
and caused a fatal accident that tragically 
left one of her best friends dead. At the 
time this book was published in 2006, 
Laura Bush’s approval rating stood at 85 
percent.  Since opinion polls first began 
asking about them, no first lady has re-
ceived a higher rating.  This is such an ab-
sorbing and interesting account of Laura’s 
life that the librarian read it twice. 
 
 She became even more fascinated 
with Michelle, Liza Mundy’s unauthorized 
biography of our current first lady, which 
turned out to be as much a history lesson  

 
 
as it is an account of one woman’s life.  
As a member of our church put it, “It is 
more a story of the transition of the up-
wardly-mobile professional black group of 
people, as epitomized by Michelle, than 
an in-depth biography of a woman.”  She 
added, “I find it inspiring to see how things 
have changed for bright, articulate young 
black professionals like Michelle and 
Barack, and some of the men and women 
commentators on C&N.  What a hard row 
it must have been for them, the sense of 
having to have a foot in both worlds and 
not sure if one is accepted in either.  One 
can only hope that their children will have 
an easier time.  We certainly can use their 
talents.” 

 
         We also have David Colbert’s biog-
raphy Michelle Obama, subtitled An 
American Story, printed by Houghton Mif-
flin Books for Children.  We have cata-
loged this as a YP (Young People) book, 
but recommend it highly for adults as 
well.  In fact, the librarian wishes she had 
read this before reading Mundy’s book; it 
is easy to lose the overall view in the lat-
ter and become fascinated with details,  
while in the book by Colbert one senses 
that one is looking through the right end 
of the telescope.  The color photographs 
in both books are wonderful. 

 
 The above four books will be on our 
hall table display, with their check-out 
cards removed for the first weeks of May.  
This gives everyone a chance to peruse 
them.  When the check-out cards reap-
pear, you may check these books out.

Bach’s many great fugues for 
organ display a wonderful variety of melodic character and imaginative compo-
sitional treatment.  The fugue series will continue through the Sundays of May.

Programs:  
Kitchen Coordinator :   Joyce Fraley has responsibility for maintaining kitchen supplies, including paper 

products, coffee, tea, lemonade, plastic utensils; also cookies and other items used for Coffee Fel-
lowship following Sunday worship.  These supplies are also used by other groups and committees 
within the church. 

Friends in Need (Meals):  Coordinated by Mary Raine Paxton, this committee provides meals to church 
families who have had recent illnesses or hospitalizations, deaths in the family or births.
