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From the Noel Library.....

The Horse in Virginia by Julie A.
Campbell is an illustrated history of Vir-
ginia’s horse tradition, which goes back
some 400 years to when horses accom-
panied some of the first settlers in James-
town. It is a gift to the Noel Library from
the Brown Goehring family. While we
have several books on animals and
horses for young people, until now we
have had none for adults. Beautifully il-
lustrated, this is the first book to cover the
complete history of the horse in the Old
Dominion. We have shelved it with other
books on United States history; however it
should be noted that certain aspects of
the book have much local color, featuring
such equines as Traveller, who carried
Robert E. Lee into battle, and men such
as George Washington, whom Thomas
Jefferson called “the best horseman of his
age.”

In February 2007 the librarian called
to the attention of church members one of
her most treasured novels, All Passion
Spent, by Vita Sackville-West. She ob-
served in that month’s newsletter that it
seems remarkable that the author, who
was only thirty-eight at the time this was
written, could have so thoroughly “gotten
into” the mind of an eighty-eight year-old
woman. Now the Noel Library has the
DVD of that book, with the leading charac-
ter excellently portrayed by Dame Wendy
Hiller. You are urged to both read the
book and watch the video, in whichever
order you prefer. Older women especially
will delight in both, perhaps finding that
through them they are offered a rationale
for their own choice of “how to age.” The
following is a summary lifted directly from
the cover of the DVD; it would be difficult
to improve on it.

Dame Wendy Hiller delivers a deli-
cately nuanced performance in (this)
classic story of emerging feminist identity
in post-Victorian England. “When can one
please oneself if not in old age?” asks 85-
year-old Lady Shane (Hiller), who frees
herself from society’s expectations upon
the death of her politically prominent hus-
band. To the shock of her children, who
seem more concerned with the disposition
of the estate than with their mother’s hap-
piness, the widow retreats to a cottage in
the Hampstead countryside to rediscover
herself. Nominated for four BAFTA
Awards, including best drama series and
best actress, this BBC production brings
Sackville-West's best-known novel to the
screen with all its emotional complexity,
intellectual vigor and profound feeling.

Lee Siegel is a celebrated critic and
essayist whose writing has appeared in
numerous publications, including
Harper’s, The New Yorker, and The New
York Times. His essays in Falling Up-
wards (subtitted Essays in Defense of
the Imagination) include Harry Potter and
the Fear of Not Flying, Barbara King-
solver’s Icy Virtue, and Television and
the Pope. The reviewer of this book in
Christian Century (12-12-06) observed,
“There is no better commentator on
popular culture than Siegel.” Note: this
book should not be confused with the
novel Falling Man by Don Delillo
(reviewed in our August 2007 column),
which describes the New York street
level turmoil of September 11th, 2001,
and does so in a stream-of-
consciousness style highly appropriate to
the subject but not easy to follow.

Summer Sunday School

ship Service. June 6 is also the beginning date of a June, July and Au-
gust Sunday School class on the Beatitudes as found in Matthew. The
class will meet from 9:00 to 9:50 am in Room 111, or the coolest room we
can find! The text being used is The Beatitudes for Today by James C.
Howell, who is pastor of Myers Park United Methodist Church in Charlotte, North Carolina. His
book promises to spark challenging reflection on what Jesus did and did not say. For example,
Howell points out Jesus did not say, “Blessed are those who invest shrewdly; they will own a
second home on the coast, or Blessed are those born into fine families; they will enjoy countless
advantages.” Instead he said, “Blessed are the poor, the meek, the merciful...” These teach-
ings are short and pithy, “the pearl of an idea so shimmering with possible meaning that the stu-
dent can spend a lifetime delving into the depths of truth.”
