Notes from the Clergy...

Ten years ago July 18, our sanctuary
burned. So hard for me to believe it has
been that long ago. You who were here will
recall that ghastly day. You will also recall
the powers-that-be at Washington & Lee
were quick to offer the use of Lee Chapel
on a regular or occasional basis. What a
kind offer. As it turned out, we chose to
hold weekly worship in our fellowship hall...
but were very grateful to be able to count
on Lee Chapel as our second home for
weddings.

| was glad for us to return to our rebuilt
sanctuary in January 2003. But | have to
say there was something very powerful
about worshiping in Dunlap Auditorium. We
were packed into that fellowship hall week
after week — some folks sitting on the stage,
some in the hallway with the doors open.
There was an intimacy to our “time of exile”
that was invigorating...intimacy in the sense
that everyone had to sit cheek-to-cheek on
folding chairs...intimacy in the sense there
were only three ways out of the place of
worship so folks greeted one another in-
stead of quietly slipping away.

A church member recently told me the
most meaningful service she remembers
was an Easter we were packed into the fel-
lowship hall. That year she sat on a lemon-
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ade cooler in the kitchen throughout the
service...and that was her best Easter
ever. | know what she means. Just goes
to show you that a beautiful sanctuary
does not automatically translate into mean-
ingful worship or loving fellowship.

As we watched a rebuilt sanctuary rise
out of the ashes there was a sense of ex-
citement about the project that unified us.
We gathered weekly (yes, weekly) for
church suppers to learn more about what
was being planned. Folks joined the church
in droves because they wanted to be a part
of the marvelous spirit they sensed in this
place.

This 10™ anniversary of the fire let's
spend some time pondering what was, what
is, and what can be again for this congrega-
tion. Don’'t get me wrong. Another fire is
the last thing | want. | am eager for us to
experience a different kind of fire. I'm ea-
ger for this congregation to be set on fire by
Christ’s Spirit. | have seen what can hap-
pen. So has the Holy Spirit who patiently
waits for us, encourages us, coaxes us to
new life.

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From the Noel Library.....

It is probably safe to say that the
majority of adults in this congregation, as
well as many of our young people, have
concerns related to having or being a par-
ent. What will become of our parents as
they grow older and can no longer safely
live alone at home? Being a member of
“the sandwich generation” (that genera-
tion sandwiched between the needs of
teen-age children and aging parents) is
not a fun place to be; indeed, it is down-
right challenging. 34 million Americans
find themselves providing care for a frall
or aging family member, a number certain
to increase as baby boomers become
seniors.

Paula Span’s book When the Time
Comes, sub-titted Families with Aging
Parents Share their Struggles and Solu-
tions, gives heart to those who are enter-
ing this arena, with its multiple choice-
game of options available. Its first four
chapters are entitled Staying Put (Home
Care), Moving In (The Shared House-
hold), Moving On (Assisted Living), and
What Else Is There To Fear? (Nursing
Homes). A closing chapter deals with
Hospice Care. This is an excellent book,
and the librarian highly recommends it.

She took some flack, however,
from an Unexpected Source when it was
known that she was ordering the DVD of
Driving Miss Daisy. Unexpected Source
claimed that unless one was from the
South, one wouldn’t like this film; the li-
brarian countered that it was precisely
people of Southern heritage who should
feel very uneasy after viewing it. That
said, it remains that this is a beautiful film
about aging and love that can transcend
boundaries of racial intolerance and pre-

conceived ideas. If you have never
seen it, take advantage of this opportu-
nity.

Also enlarging our Audio-Visual de-
partment is the entire 9- year series of
The Waltons, ideal for family viewing
(despite the fact that Paula Span, author
of the book mentioned in the second
paragraph above, takes a few swipes at it;
she thinks it is partly responsible for a dis-
torted image of what the norm should be
for caring for our parents.) Each of the 9
volumes involved contain multiple epi-
sodes, for a grand total of 102 episodes in
all. A summary of one volume or certain
episodes at a time may be available at the
bottom of upcoming newsletter columns.
We’'ll see how it goes.

Following their debut on the display
table in the hall, these films will be
housed on one of the lower shelves of
the Library (Overflow) Bookcase in
room 113, but they must still be checked
out in the library itself, following the
guidelines posted there on the counter.
Although the person signing the check-
out card is responsible for returning the
volume, there is no reason why those
episodes that are individually boxed (true
of Volumes 3-7) cannot be loaned to
friends. This would no doubt be desirable
for those who want to view the episodes
sequentially. Others may be more inter-
ested in viewing single episodes they
missed years ago, or in devoting their
attention to the transfer from Richard
Thomas in the role of “John-Boy” to
Robert Wightman, who took on that role
later. (If such a transfer had to be made,
the librarian considers it remarkably
seamless. See what you think!)

Life of the Church Report (abbreviated)
Capital Campaign Update
June 6, 2010

In reporting on the status of our Capital Campaign for the renovation of Murray
Hall, there is good news and bad news.

The good news is that we have received pledges totaling more than $560,000
from more than 140 individuals or couples. That number includes all Session members,
our pastor, our clerk of Session, and our church Treasurer; all members of the Cam- 3
paign and Renovations Task Forces; and six retired pastors who make our church their
church home.

The bad news is that the pledges received do not include pledges from more than
100 of those who pledge or contribute each year to the operating fund for the annual
support of our church. Task Force members have been calling people who have not
yet pledged, and many say that they intend to pledge but just haven't gotten around to it.
We know that not everyone has the ability to support the Murray Hall renovations, and
several have returned a blank pledge card to that effect. At least then we know we
need to make no further follow-up.

Our goal, as you know, is $1.1 million to complete the renovations, and the first
work is due to start this summer with the installation of the ramp that will allow smooth,
stair-free passage between the Westfel Lounge area and Dunlap Auditorium.

When the $560,000 pledged to date is added to the more than $300,000 in the
church’s capital assets fund, we are getting close to what we will need. But the amount
pledged still needs to grow considerably—and soon—so the Session will know exactly
how much we can count on, and so that we are required to dip into the capital assets
fund only for what is absolutely necessary.

So, please, | urge you, if your pledge card has not yet been returned to the
church office, please send it in promptly. How about by the end of this month of June?
Your Campaign Task Force thanks you. And your church will be much the better for it.




Life of the Church Report

Music Notes by Margaret Howard
June 20, 2010

Margaret confesses that, without music, her worship experience would be completely
unfulfilling. Music is a necessary component, as important to her as the reading of
Scripture and inspiring sermons. Itis, for her, personal prayer, praise and communion.

The music notes in the bulletin are like a guidepost to that music. They were originally
designed to provide the words being sung by the choir, but the notes give so much
more. They reveal that the music that’s part of every worship service runs the gamut of
styles, periods and places of origin. Even more important, the notes remind us that
Christians over the centuries, just like us, have expressed their faith through music and
text. Music is truly a tie that binds us across the years, proving how much the common-
alities between Christians exceed the differences. And that is true whether we are look-
ing backward down the centuries, or looking at the church down the street.

The hymns of the church are enormously rich. The earliest possibly is Be Thou My Vi-
sion, with text dating to 8th century Ireland.

And there’s All Creatures of My God and King, written by Francis of Assisi in 1225.

The text of Jesus Loves Me was written by two sisters from upstate New York for use in
a novel one of them wrote.

A Mighty Fortress Is Our God, by Martin Luther, is the most powerful hymn of the Protes-
tant Reformation. Its first lines are carved on his gravestone. He understood the impor-
tant place of the hymns, writing, “I would allow no man to preach or teach God’s people
without a proper knowledge of the use and power of sacred song.” | might not endorse
the gender bias of his day, but he was definitely on to something.

Some of our hymns have quite interesting backgrounds. The words to Take My Life and
Let It Be were written by Frances Havergal in 1874. She later read her own words—
“Take my silver and my gold; not a mite would | withhold’—and realized how far short
she herself fell. She promptly sent all her jewelry to a mission organization and said that
she had never gotten so much pleasure from packing a box. The music to that hymn is
interesting, too. It was originally the setting for a quite sensuous poem:

Oh, my love, how comely now
And how beautiful art thou.

It goes on about the dovelike eyes and shining hair. Well, okay, you won’t be reading
that in the music notes.

And then there are the hymns that are autobiographical, telling the story of the
writer’s struggle with faith. No story is more awe-inspiring than that of John New-
ton, who wrote the words to Amazing Grace. He was the captain of a ship engaged
in the slave trade, and he experienced a conversion during a storm that threatened
to sink his vessel. That led him to leave the sea and become a minister. Think of
God’s power to reach a lost soul when you sing Newton’s words, and reflect on how
amazing is that grace that could save a wretch like him.

As you can tell by the music notes, the choir and organ music draw from a similar
span. Some of the earliest is the music of William Byrd and Gabrielli, one from
England and the other Italy, but both born in the mid-1500s. In those centuries mu-
sicians traveled more than you might realize. Every count, duke, prince and earl
wanted to be up with the latest, and that meant Italy in Renaissance times. There
was an explosion of choral and organ music that grew out of that cross-fertilization.
Today, we hear organ and choral music from many countries and centuries. The
Germans include Sweelinck, born in 1562; Buxtehude, a hundred years later; and
the incomparable Bach. The French include Couperin, from the Baroque era, right
up to the 20th century’s Duruflé and Messiaen. And occasionally we are treated to
music of the very moment—never heard before and not even written down—when
Bill improvises on a hymn tune to create a stirring postlude.

This great heritage gives us our preludes and postludes. | love the postludes best,
because that's when the organ opens up and Bill's feet start to dance. We get to
read all about it in the music notes, and Margaret remembers what her father used
to say: “The organ’s not loud enough until the pews rattle.”

Purpose: To maintain the long-term integrity of the physical property owned by the Church;
namely the Sanctuary, Murray Hall and the Manse and certain infrastructure associated with
this property. This responsibility also includes determining the use of church facilities by
church members and church sponsored groups as well as “outside” community groups, and
the determination of conditions under which these groups can use the facilities. (Such as fees,
insurance requirements, etc.) The Pastor does have the authority to determine the use of the
Sanctuary.

With the impending renovation of Murray Hall, the Property Committee also needs to weigh the
appropriate short-term needs in areas that will ultimately be affected by the renovation. In this
regard, the Property Committee is also represented on the Renovation Task Force, and works
directly with the Train & Partners as is necessary.

Funding: Funding for Property Committee activities comes from two primary sources; a line
item in the budget for repair and maintenance items, as well as certain acquisitions, and from
the capital fund in the case of items which have a reasonable life expectancy of greater than
five years.

Recent Projects of Significance:  There are three projects that have been completed re-
cently under the auspices of the Committee; the modernization of the manse kitchen; the pur-
chase and installation of a new phone system; and the repair of numerous water leaks into
various areas of Murray Hall. This last project has been accomplished by addressing both
roofing issues, guttering and collection issues, and the repair of brickwork and pointing. Boiler
components have been repaired and/or replaced, and a new circulating pump installed to in-
crease the efficiency of the heating circuit in Dunlap Auditorium. The hands on the steeple
clock have been refinished and replaced.

The Disabled access ramp from Randolph St. was completed previously, but it has recently
been brought to our attention that the handrail does not follow the ramp itself, but rather runs
parallel to the level pathway. This is being addressed. New Disabled parking signage is being
included with the current review of the Downtown Parking Management System, and it is an-
ticipated that one spot will be set aside on Randolph St.

Current Activities:  Projects being worked on at present would include problems with the
main Sanctuary doors, steeple lighting, walkway repair around the courtyard, walkway lighting
at the Manse, and arrangements for removal of the highest Christmas tree lighting from the
dogwood trees. A new set of numerals for one clock face has been obtained, and will be in-
stalled when most opportune.
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
