Notes from the Clergy…  
           
 My notes this month are stolen from a 
long-time friend – Bill Hawkins, pastor of 
the 1st Presbyterian Church of New Bern, 
NC.  His simple attention to the work of the 
General Assembly of the Presbyterian 
Church is as good as I have seen.  So…
without shame, I offer his wisdom to you as 
follows... 
 From Saturday, July 3 through Satur-
day, July 10, 2010, the General Assembly 
of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), the na-
tional governing body of our denomination, 
met in Minneapolis, Minnesota. There were 
many things that occurred in this biennial 
assembly that could have a significant im-
pact on local congregations.  It is no less 
true that there were some things that hap-
pened that will be of little consequence, not-
withstanding the slant of the secular press.  
 Please realize that in addition to the 
several hundred official voting commis-
sioners (equal balance of lay 356 and 
clergy 356) from the various presbyteries 
throughout the nation, there are usually 
several thousand other people in atten-
dance. Some were staff, some were volun-
teers, some were visitors, some were re-
porters, and some were members of vari-
ous advocacy groups. Some of these 
groups were from the so-called “right wing” 
of the church, for lack of a better term, and 
some were from the “left wing” of the 
church, for lack of a better term. You need 
to know these groups were there at their 
own expense. They were there to speak to 
the church. They did not and do not speak 
for the church. They were seeking to influ-
ence or change something, one way or the 
other. Depending on who you are, you 
may or may not like what they say, but  

 
 
they were not speaking on behalf of the 
church in any case.  
 Secondly, sometimes the General As- 
sembly might adopt a position statement 
on some issue. This could be a theologi-
cal, political, economic, or social matter. 
Please realize that such statements only 
represent the views of that particular As-
sembly.  Such statements are intended to 
speak to the church. They do not speak for 
the church. If any such statements were 
made, we may receive them, read them, 
study them, and determine for ourselves 
whether or not they seem helpful to us.  If 
they are, we may use them.  If they are 
not, we do not have to use them. They are 
not binding on the synods, the presbyter-
ies, the sessions, the congregations or her 
individual members. 
  Thirdly, the General Assembly may 
have taken actions that were intended to 
initiate amendments (changes) to the Book 
of Order (Volume II of the denomination’s 
constitution).  These are much more im-
portant than position statements, in that 
they may have long term effects on the 
faith and life of the churches. However, 
even if this Assembly did give such initial 
approval to some amendments, those 
amendments still have to be sent out to all 
the presbyteries for consideration over the 
course of the next two years. A majority of 
presbyteries would have to approve any 
amendments, which would then not go into 
effect until the adjournment of the following 
General Assembly which will be in 2012.  
The point is, the presbyteries have a his-
tory of both accepting and rejecting differ-
ent amendments sent to them. Even if an 
amendment is initiated this year by the

Assembly, it awaits verification by the majority of the presbyteries before it becomes a 
part of the constitution.  
 Fourthly, the General Assembly may have made what is called an authoritative 
interpretation. By definition, an authoritative interpretation is not a change in the consti-
tution, but rather an official declaration by the Assembly of what some part of the con-
stitution means. It can be approved by a simple majority vote of the commissioners at 
the Assembly, and therefore is not sent out to the presbyteries for consideration. Such 
an interpretation does become binding upon the governing bodies of the denomination 
(session, presbytery, synod, general assembly), unless and until it is overturned by 
some subsequent authoritative interpretation. 
  Fifthly, please realize that any coverage we receive in the news media is very 
likely to be plagued by gross misunderstanding, if not outright error.  So, if something 
bizarre is reported, please withhold judgment at least until we can look into the matter 
and see what is really going on.  Presbyterian Polity is the best there is. Learning to 
trust it, and count on it, is not small wisdom. Come what may, we are grateful to be 
members of the Church Universal, and we look forward to continuing to serve together 
in faithfulness to Jesus Christ.

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From the Noel Library…..  
 
 Summer can often afford the 
best opportunity to re-examine our 
souls. For others, vacation turns all to 
easily into a time to vacate them, to 
leave them untended, as we confuse 
holidays with pleasure alone.  A new 
book in the church library entitled Mod-
ern Spiritual Masters offers 12 writers 
to guide us, including Henri Nouwen, 
Dorothy Day, Mother Teresa, and Tho-
mas Merton.     

 
 Finding Our Way Again by Brian 
Mclaren is subtitled The Return of the 
Ancient Practices.  The author argues 
that neither scientific secularism nor re-
ligious fundamentalism nor vague spiri-
tualities have been able to offer any real 
answers.  That is why a growing num-
ber of Christians are turning to early 
spiritual practices as a means of tend-
ing their souls. These practices include 
(but are not limited to) fixed-hour 
prayer, fasting, sacred meals, and ob-
serving the Sabbath. However the au-
thor argues that it would be tragic for 
one to read this book and walk away 
with a longer to-do list.  Rather we must 
learn how to infuse those practices in 
which we are already engaged with a 
sense of their sacredness.  “Thank 
God,” he writes, “for not needing to do 
more and more and more, but instead, 
thank God for the opportunity to gain 
more and more joy and meaning and 
purpose from what you’re already do-
ing.”    

 
 All of which left the librarian feel-
ing  as though she had just alighted 
from a merry-go-round.  What is  he on  

 
 
bout, she pondered, as she fell asleep.  
Later, when  she awoke in the middle of 
the night, she realized she had been  
dreaming of a passage used as an in-
troduction to Peter Marshall’s sermon 
Keepers of the Springs, which can be 
found on pg. 146 of his book  Mr. 
Jones, Meet the Master : 

 
There is beauty in homely things which 

many people have never seen. 
For instance, do you know 

Sunlight through a jar of beach-plum jelly; 
A rainbow in soapsuds in dishwater; 

An egg yolk in a blue bowl; 
White ruffled curtains sifting moonlight; 

The color of cranberry glass; 
A little cottage with blue shutters; 

Crimson roses in an old stone crock; 
The smell of newly baked bread; 

Candlelight on old brass; 
The soft brown of a cocker’s eyes? 

 
 Perhaps, she mused, as she fell 
asleep again, she would write a letter 
the next morning beginning, “Mr. 
Mclaren, meet Peter Marshall.  Are 
the two of you paddling the same ca-
noe?”

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ADULT CLASSES FOR THE FALL SESSION 

Koinonia Class - The 
Gospel of Luke 

Even in the lazy days 
of summer, plans are 
being made for Sun-
day School in Septem-
ber.  In 12 weeks or so 
we’ll take a wide 
sweep at Luke’s ac-
count of the Gospel 
story.  The text to be 
used will be Luke - In-
terpretation Bible 
Studies  by Thomas 
W. Walker.  Deb Klein 
will convene the class 
beginning after Rally 
Day. 

Theology Class – Tillich’s 
Systematic Theology  

Volume II 
The theology class will take up 
Vol II of Tillich's Systematic 
Theology, "Existence and the 
Christ."  As Tillich says in his 
Preface, "The problems dis-
cussed in this volume consti-
tute the heart of every Christian 
theology--the concept of man's 
estrangement and the doctrine 
of the Christ."  All parts of Til-
lich's theology are intercon-
nected, but since it is possible 
to begin anywhere in the sys-
tem, newcomers to the class 
are most welcome. 

A Revealing Look at Je-
sus and Ways He Has 
Been Depicted on Film 

This quarterly class will ex-
plore the life of Jesus using 
The Jesus I Never Knew 
by Philip Yancey.  Through 
discussion and movie clips 
depicting Jesus and his life 
and times, the class will be 
challenged to think about 
Jesus as the Bible pre-
sents him – brilliant, crea-
tive, challenging, fearless, 
compassionate, unpredict-
able and ultimately satisfy-
ing.  Yancey examines 
three fundamental ques-
tions:  who Jesus was, why 
he came, and what he left 
behind.  This is a probe 
into the real Jesus beyond 
the stereotypes.  Neely 
Young will lead this class.

ASK Class – The Great Transformation 
This fall, the ASK (Ask, Seek, Knock) Class will read Karen Armstrong's The Great 
Transformation: The Beginning of Our Religious Traditions.  The "transformation" Arm-
strong refers to is humankind's discovery and development of its spirituality, as that oc-
curred in different cultures throughout the world.  More specifically, the book traces the 
history of religions, beginning with "The Axial Peoples (c. 1600 to 900 BCE)," up through 
220 B.C.E.  It includes early Judaism -- the kingdoms of Israel and Judah, etc. -- but ob-
viously does not come up far enough to touch on Christianity.  Armstrong takes a very 
global view, looking at the development of religions in Asia, the early Greek states, the 
Assyrian and then Babylonian Empires, etc.  Like most books by this highly respected -- 
and highly readable -- scholar, The Great Transformation has received rave reviews.  

Lectio Divina 
We will continue with a Sunday lectio divina 
group.  This class reflects on a passage of Scrip-
ture each week by reading from several different 
Bible translations, and then meditating and 
prayerfully listening to discover the meaning of the 
text. 

Young Adult Class 
This class of young adults meets 
for fellowship and to discuss rela-
tionships and parenting.  More in-
formation about their plans for this 
fall will be in the September news-
letter.
