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From the Noel Library…..  
  
 June is the month that contains Fa-
ther’s Day.  In past newsletters at this 
time of the year we have called attention 
to the books that address the role of the 
male parent as the typical American 
Christian perceives it.  There are plenty 
of these books still available, most of 
which are on the shelf labeled Parents 
and Family (call # 376.)  This year we are 
featuring a book that looks at the subject 
through the eyes of a Jewish author.  My 
Father’s Paradise by Ariel Sabar chroni-
cles the author’s search for his Jewish 
past in Kurdish Iraq.  Sabar had little in-
terest in this subject until the birth of his 
own son made him realize that he himself 
was a fragile link between past and fu-
ture.  He travels with his father, a UCLA 
professor of Aramaic, to this area of the 
Middle East, now drastically different 
from his father’s memories of his home-
land. The trip is not without danger to any 
Jew asking probing questions.  One of 
the questions they seek to answer is 
what became of Ariel’s aunt, whose 
mother had been unable to nurse her 
newborn daughter and had put her into 
the care of a wet nurse, who never re-
turned her.  But perhaps the most pro-
found impression the book makes on the 
reader is to underscore how close the 
world has come to losing the Aramaic 
language, the language spoken by Jesus 
and considered by some scholars to be 
the  the oldest language of all.   

 
        Peace Be upon You by Zachary 
Karabell is sub-titled The Story of Muslim, 
Christian, and Jewish Coexistence.  It was 
reviewed in The Roanoke Times (11-04-
07) by the father of our own pastor, Wil-
liam R. Klein.  Dr. Klein wrote, “Contrary to 
what most Americans assume, the centur- 

 
 
ies-old relationship between Islam and the 
West is not a story of constant violence. 
While there has been sporadic persecu-
tion of Jews and Christians for the past 
1,400 years at the hands of Muslims, 
more often than not Christians and Jews 
have lived with Muslims in peaceful coex-
istence.  And millions do so today, though 
this is seldom reported.  Karabell’s book is 
an intriguing, fascinating account of this 
history that needs desperately to be read.” 

 
 Also added to our books on Com-
parative Religion is Adam Hamilton’s 
Christianity and World Religions.  The first 
chapter focuses on the four key questions 
most often asked: (1) Why are there so 
many different religions?  (2) How should 
Christians view other religions?  (3) How 
is God at work in other religions?  (4) 
What is the fate of those who earnestly 
pursue God through other religions?  The 
remaining five chapters each deal with a 
particular world religion: Hinduism, Bud-
dhism, Islam, Judaism, and Christianity.  
Hamilton writes that in researching this 
book, he came to a deeper appreciation of 
other religions, but was left with an even 
stronger conviction about the truth and 
power of the Christian gospel. 

 
 Recent additions to our books for 
children include My Good Night Bible by 
Susan L. Lingo, colorfully illustrated by 
Kathy Parks.  With each turn of the page 
the reader gets a new Bible story, alter-
nating with a page of childhood medita-
tions under the headings of Quiet Time, 
Prayer Time and Sleep Time.  Miriam 
Watches Over Baby Moses focuses on 
the babyhood of Moses, and how the faith 
and loyalty of his older sister saved him 
from Pharaoh.
