From the Noel Library.....

For some of us it is all but impossible
to approach the month of September without
recalling what happened on 9/11. Let’s Roll by
Lisa Beamer is the author's account of her
family’s response to the crash of United Air-
lines Flight 93, in which her husband, Todd
Beamer, was killed on September 11th, 2001.
It was his voice that was heard saying to sev-
eral of his flight mates, “Let’s roll,” as they suc-
cessfully redirected the flight hijacked by ter-
rorists, with the result that nobody on the
ground was killed. Lisa was pregnant with their
third child when she received news of what
was taking place. She credits her ability to
move on in life, without bitterness or hatred, to
her faith in God. According to an editorial in
the Dallas Morning News, Todd Beamer be-
came one of the three most admired individu-
als in America, while People Magazine se-
lected Lisa as one of the “25 Most Intriguing
People of 2001.”

The Lord’s Prayer figured prominently
in Lisa’s account of that day. Todd asked her
to recite it with him just prior to the passen-
gers’ attempt to divert the hijackers. We may
feel we are so familiar with the words of this
prayer that no new insight into its relevance
can be gained. But reading it in the context of
a first person account such as Lisa’s may
enlarge our appreciation of what it can mean.
So too can William J. Carl’'s book, The Lord’s
Prayer for Today, one of the For Today series
used to provide a means to study texts and
practices that are familiar to laity in churches.
No special biblical or theological training is
necessary prior to reading it. Questions can be
found at the end of each of the twelve chap-
ters. We may think we are so familiar with the
words of this prayer that no new insight into its
relevance could be gained by reading such a
book, but those who have done so argue oth-
erwise. The librarian also found helpful Bill
Klein’s sermon on prayer this past May 3rd, a
copy of which, along with all of Bill's other ser-
mons, is in the Noel Library. “How are we
drawn closer to Jesus?,” asks Bill. “l find that

reciting the Lord's Prayer shrinks the dis-
tance...”

Just as the year 2001 reminds us of
the national disaster of 9/11, so recalling the
year before that, 2000, is apt to bring to the
minds of Lexingtonians the fire that destroyed
our sanctuary. Doris and Herb Abraham, in
packing up for their move to Sunnyside, came
across a large album they had made of the
pictures and newspaper articles describing
that day. They have given it to the Noel Li-
brary. Because of its size it resides with our
Oversize Books. Because of its historical
value to this church, it is not to be checked
out. However this month it will be placed on
the cart just inside the library, where it can be
easily viewed. A smaller picture album of
scenes from that day will be on the hall table
display.

There is a reason for this. As was re-
ported in the July newsletter, a recent Fire
Marshall inspection of Murray Hall indicated
that the two library bookshelves that resided
in the downstairs hall (near the exit beside the
Ladies Room) constituted a hazard in the
event of fire and the need for a quick escape.
One of these bookshelves has been moved to
room 113, where it will continue to be a
“library bookshelf” , for the present holding
adult videos, duplicate books (including The
Barclay Daily Bible Study Series and The Lay-
men’s Bible Commentary), and miscellaneous
books pulled for various reasons from the
shelves in the library. Many of the books and
videos from the other bookshelf are now re-
siding in two of the library cabinets. (The
cabinet nearest the librarian’s desk has to be
reserved for library equipment.) For the time
being, the cabinets in the library contain the
YP (Young People) audio-visual material,
Christmas books for both adults & YP, & over-
size material. All of this has entailed consider-
able culling and re-shelving, a process that will
continue for a while.

WHAT DID OUR YOUTH DO
FOR SUMMER MISSION LOCALLY?

The week of June 7 a group of 12 youth and a handful of adult helper performed a
week of mission work in our own community. This week let them explore how to
help others right here in our own community. They:
- Prepared and delivered meals for the Campus Kitchen Project;
Worked in the Campus Kitchen garden, clearing land to establish a garden
and planting vegetables;
Cleaned, paint and otherwise spruce up the new Habitat Re-Store that sells
donated building supplies and appliances to raise funds to continue to build
new homes for families in our community;
Built bird houses to be given to families of Habitat homes;
Played with children at Yellow Brick Road;
Washed cars; and
Raised over $300 for Every House a Garden; more than enough to underwrite
the cost of a new garden for a family.
At the end of the week they stayed overnight in Roanoke in a house owned by
Second Presbyterian Church and spent their last day together at the Roanoke
Rescue Mission.

As hosts, you certainly should set your own parameters in terms of time and frequency of
visits, as well as activities you do with your student. Some of you may provide comfort to a
student for a part of the year; others may develop long term relationships with a student
that will last a lifetime. Imagine, as a parent, how much you would appreciate it, if you
knew a family was caring for your child away at college. Your participation in the Host
Family program really can make a difference in the life of a student.
